If a dog earns an agility title before this event, it can be advanced to the next level of
competition. However, written notice MUST be given to Trial Secretary no later than 6 PM
on Mon 9/3/10. Move-ups will be accommodated Sat to Sun at the trial . No verbal
changes will be accepted.

Refunds

No entry fees will be refunded if the trial cannot open or be completed by reason of riots,
civil disturbances, fire, an act of God, public emergency, act of a public enemy, or any
other causes beyond the control of the organizing committee.
